2 Packages
2.1 Assignment submission

2.1.1 Extra fields
· Late submission message.

· Student declaration (AM1 form).

· Word count (per file)?

· Email alerts to markers

· Email students (for submission confirmation)

· Student option to disable?

· Restrict file types

· Allowed file types list

· File types category/name/mime mapping
2.1.2 AM1 form.

This form is a declaration of authorship by student, incorporating:

1. Student name

2. Student university card/ student ID number

3. Tutor name

4. Assignment/essay title

5. Word count

6. Checkbox confirmation of statements re:

a. Reading regulations

b. Not plagiarizing

c. Not submitting to another course

d. Proper referencing

e. Acknowledging any assistance received

f. Not buying assistance

g. Making electronic version available for checking

7. Signature
8. Date

Notes:
· Items 1, 3, 4, and 8 are already present in Moodle so would not need to be entered during assignment submission.

· Item 2 could be included in the field “ID number” when loading student into Moodle, removing the need to enter it during assignment submission.

· Is word count needed? Use the files_metadata table in the Moodle 2.0 File API.
· How to handle signatures electronically?

2.1.3 Capabilities & roles
Appropriate capabilities and roles to permit/restrict access:
· Enable assignment submission. (Setting submission back to draft.)
· Edit late submission message.
· Edit student declaration.
· Assignment submission notification capabilities.
2.2 Extensions

· Enable student requests for extended time to complete activities (upload assignments, complete quizzes, etc.).

· To be approved/rejected by relevant admin role
· Support relevant admin role (e.g. tutor) to extend time for particular students (later development).

· Upload file for supporting evidence

· Record extensions granted per student, per course, and per assignment.

2.3 File handling
2.3.1 File types

Limiting uploaded file types to a whitelist. (Use file extensions, or magic numbers?)

2.3.3 File storage & retrieval

File storage is undergoing radical changes in Moodle 2.0 which will prevent the use of directory access to uploaded assignments. (This practice presents maintenance problems in tracking the assigned access rights, so a departure from it may be wise.)

All storage, access, and archiving operations should be performed via Moodle, to ensure security is enforced, and to enable features such as blind marking.
Additional views of files may need to be created - e.g. show all files for assignment X in course Y, download them all in a zip file.

Once submitted by student (even before the due date) they are closed to the student – so can be downloaded and marked. Need policy for “enable assignment submission” and marking.

This form is a coursework assessment form, incorporating: 
1. Student name

2. Tutor name

3. Course title

4. Course code

5. Term checkboxes (Michaelmas, Hilary, Trinity)

6. Submitted by deadline confirmation

7. Coursework option checkboxs (A, B)

8. Number of pieces of work set field

9. Summary of tutor’s comments and advice to student

10. Completion checkbox

11. Completion with credit checkbox

12. Cats points field
13. Tutor’s signature
14. Date

Notes:

· Items 1-3, 6, 14 are already present in Moodle so would not need to be entered during assignment marking. 
· Item 4 could be included in Moodle, removing the need to enter it during assignment marking.
· Items 5, 7, and 8 may be redundant when submitting via Moodle.

· Item 9 has a field already available in Moodle

· Items 10-13 need to be assessed for relevance in online form.

2.5.5 Assignment comments
Requested that registry can add a note to the tutor for a particular submission. Might allow more than one comment, to enable a simple record/conversation?
2.6 Late submission

· Warn student when submitting late.

· Automatically apply lateness penalty to activity grades?
· Maybe should go through registry first?

· Must be amendable by relevant admin role.
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
